Check to see that dropped pan is resting securely on top
of tile rails. Any gap between pan and rail can create
instability.

Finalize install by locking trim into the secured light
assembly.

Repeat process for all tiling elements that require a light
assembly

Slide dropped pan over metal rails of suspened ceiling. Make sure dropped pan has enough clearance beneath

Dropped pan can be used as a template, lay pan on top the ceiling for tile install. Tile slides in underneath
of tile, position and draw shape onto tile for cutaut. dropped pan.

Once receiver is secured, connect all wiring and slide Align ball plungers on light assembly to top holes on
driver enclosure with light assebly though cutout. reveiver. Driver enclosure can rest on top of dropped pan.
